In addition, all delinquent own-
ers who are turned over to the outside collection agency,
will ne responsible for the 40% cost of collection, includ-
ing interest and will be required to indemnify R-Ranch for
all out of pocket costs related to our effort to recover any
past due amount.

On a final note, we will be preparing and mailing
out the “fore-casted budget” which has been consistently
prepared over the years by the outside CPA firm. If you
would like to review the “actual budget”, a copy of this
document will be available at the ranch office after it has
been presented at the October 16, 2010, meeting in the
lodge.
